05-12-10 High School Heroes Update

As the end of the school year approaches, we want to update you on
program! The High School Heroes Program is an innovative partnership between area high schools and Shepeard
Community Blood Center.

I't’s primary purposes are to provide valuable volunteer experience,

pride, provide recognition and grant opportunities to participating schools, and most especially to nurture within young
people a lifetime commitment to provide a safe and adequate blood supply to the local community.

A $2,000 grant will be awarded to one high school in each division that achieves the highest number of donors. (A
presenting donor is a person who registers to donate on behalf of your school.)

A $250 grant will be awarded to any high school that achieves a minimum presenting rate of 25% of total number of high
school students, with a minimum of 70 units, and at least 2 blood drives.

A $350 grant will be awarded to any high school that achieves a minimum presenting rate of 35% of total number of high
school students, with a minimum of 100 units, and at least 2 blood drives.

Divisions are determined by the number of students enrolled in the entire high school.

Division Three: 1000-1499 students
